Launched	in	1797,	this	wooden-hulled
three-masted	heavy	frigate	was	one	of	the	original	6	frigates
authorized	by	the	Naval	Act	of	1794.	The	ship	was	used	during	the
War	of	1812	against	the	United	Kingdom,	defeating	numerous
warships	including	HMS	Guerriere.
